Students have two options in performing their role play: live in class or prerecorded on DVD
(and then shown in class). Discuss these two options with your teacher as, in some classrooms,
the prerecorded option may not be possible.

Below is a basic guide as to how role plays will be marked by the teacher. The categories below
are a basic guide as to what your teacher will be looking for in your plays. Feel free to discuss
these with your teacher.

Category Description Percentage
Pronunciation | Were students clearly audible to the audience?
grammar Was the pronunciation sufficiently understandable? | 30%

Did students remember to use the correct grammar?

Did students try and actually act?
Acting Did the students acting convince or interest the 25%
audience?

Did students try to memorize their lines?

Was the story meaningful?

Did the characters have meaningful interactions?
Story Was there any character development? 30%
Was the play enjoyable to students?

Was the story coherent and understandable (to the
audience)?

Was the play original to some extent?

If play was shown to class via DVD:
